Buckeye Golf Leagiie BUCKEYE GOLF LEAGUE BY-LAWS
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Entry fee will be $50.00 per man. This fee is used to offset prizes and field day expenses. Half of the fee is due by 3rd week
and the remainder by the fifth week. If entry fees are not paid prior to the above date, an automatic forfeit will result for games
played thereafter.

Matches will be played on Tuesday evenings at Valleaire Golf Course. Try your best to play against your match if he is here.
Half the fun of the golf league is the competition factor, and that is increased if you are in the same foursome as your match.
If in any event the player cannot make his match, he will have to make arrangements for make-up. For any absence, a player
may make arrangements with his scheduled opponent or any other member of the league to play his match within the scheduled
week. Scores must be called or e-mailed to me: (440) 212-0849 / mwkilarsky@ameritech.net as soon as possible so | can
adjust the match results. Score Card will be presented on evening of scheduled play or player will receive no points. Match
has to be made up one week before or up to the Sunday after your scheduled match. You cannot play more than two matches
on any given day.

To receive points, all Score Cards must be turned in, even though playing a forfeit or against the Course. In the event of a
scheduled bye or a forfeit all golfers playing their scheduled nine hole match will play the same course as his opponent.
All play to he governed by U.S.G.A. Rules, except winter golf will be played. Ball may be rolled in your own fairway only with
club head only [ and no more than twelve (12) inches from the original lie, except in any hazard.

Maximum handicap will be 25 (for 9 holes). Handicaps will be computed bi-weekly and posted.

SCORE METHOD - The following scoring system will be used to determine the winner for all matches.

a. Individual Scoring. Two (2) points will be awarded to the winner of individual match play (most holes won for 9).
b. Two (2) points will be awarded to the winner of individual medal play for 9 holes (handicap included).

c. One (1) point will be awarded to the winner with fewer putts.

d. One point will be given to each player for just showing up.

AGE LIMIT - Minimum age for joining the league is 18 years of age.

When your opponent shows up, you do not have to wait. You can make your own foursome with anyone; but, be sure to keep
your own score card for you and your opponent.

Players that miss four (4) consecutive matches or six (6) non-consecutive matches will be dropped.

Winners in each flight will be determined by total INDIVIDUAL points earned in regular competition. (Maximum four points
per match).

KNOCKDOWN MATCHES - If a player can’t make his match as scheduled Rule 3 would apply. However, the match must be
made up before championship playoff. Players must notify the Secretary.

Championship matches will be a nine (9) hole match, and medal play, two (2) points for match, two (2) for medal. In the event
of a tie, putts will be counted.

All disputes affecting standings are to be resolved by me before new standing are posted. All protests of rules must be declared
on the hole in question. Once players have teed off on the next hole, no protest is allowed. Also, protest must be filed with
me on the night a protest occurs.
This season will be split into two (2) halves of eight (8) weeks each. First and second half winners will have a playoff of 9 holes
for the championship of each flight. In the event of a tie after 9 holes sudden death play will determine the winner. You must

show up for minimum of 2/3 of your matches to be eligible for prize money.

SKINS - Every week you can enter our Skins Game for $1. Skins are determined after handicap and the pot is divided up into how

many skins there were for that week. There may be only one skin and one winner, or many skins with many winners. Money
is collected when you turn in your score card.

BLIND BOGEY - Every week you can play our Blind Bogey Game for $1. Before you start your round, write a number by your name,

that when subtracted from your final score, will give you a number between 36 and 45. After all rounds are played, we pull one
of 10 chips labeled 36 through 45 out of a bag. If your number is the one we pick, you win. Example: You write down a seven.
You shoot a 48. Your blind bogey score is 41. So far, so good. You are in the running because your number falls between 36
and 45. Now, if we pull the chip with the number 41 on it, you win. Easy enough.
